THE ETHEREDGE-ETHERIDGE FAMILY

CALEB ETHEREDGE died in North Carolina before 1790. His widow, AGNES, end five
sons, AARON, ABEL, LEWIS, ROBERT and WILLIAM ETHEREDGE, lived in Edgefield County
South Carolina in 1790. SAMUEL may also have been a son of Caleb and Agnes.

LEWI8 ETHEREDGE, 8¥., son of Caleb and Agnes, was barn 1730-60 tn North Carvlina
and probably married there -wife's name unknown, In 1802, he sold his Edgefield
Co. lands and moved away. He may have lived in Georgia for a while, but by 1827
was in Dallas County Ala., where he died in 1835, Only four children identified:

No records on
John or Samuel; have many on children of Caleb and Nancy, but more are needed.
